

	
THE DIVINE ATTRIBUTES OF GOD
Attributes are the qualities that make God different from any one else. The attributes of God are generally a collection of descriptions from Scripture of who God is. An "attribute" can be defined as something God has revealed himself to be. The Bible, God’s Word, tells us what God is like and what He is not like. 
Without the authority of the Bible, any attempt to explain God’s attributes would be no better than an opinion, which by itself is often incorrect, especially in understanding God. To say that it is important for us to try to understand what God is like is a huge understatement. Failure to do so can cause us to chases after, and worship false gods contrary to His will. Only what God has chosen to reveal of Himself can be known. 

Listed below are some of the divine attributes of God:
1. All Powerful, All Present, All Knowing
2. Transcendent
3. Triune
4. Ruler of All Creation
5. Immutable
6. Blameless
7. Unique
8. Temptation-Proof

AMPLIFICATION

1. A - ALL POWERFUL, ALL PRESENT, ALL KNOWING
1.1. ALL POWERFUL
Matt.19:26 “But Jesus looked at them and said to them, "With men this is impossible, but with God all things are possible."
Rev.15:3 “And they sing the song of Moses the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying: "Great and marvellous are Your works, Lord God Almighty! Just and true are Your ways, O King of the saints!”
Rev.19:6 “And I heard, as it were, the voice of a great multitude, as the sound of many waters and as the sound of mighty thunderings, saying, "Alleluia! For the Lord God Omnipotent reigns!”

What does it mean that God is omnipotent?"
Answer: The word omnipotent comes from omni- meaning “all” and potent meaning “power.” As with the attributes of omniscience and omnipresence, it follows that, if God is infinite, and if He is sovereign, which we know He is, then He must also be omnipotent. He has all power over all things at all times and in all ways.  Job spoke of God’s power in Job 42:2: “I know that you can do all things and that no plan of yours can be thwarted.” 

The great mystery is that this power can be shared by believers who are united to God in Jesus Christ. 
· Paul says, "Therefore most gladly I will rather boast in my weaknesses, so that Christ’s power may rest (dwell) in me" (2 Corinthians 12:9). 
· God’s power is exalted in us most when our weaknesses are greatest because He “is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine, according to his power that is at work within us” (Ephesians 3:20). 

1.2. ALL KNOWING
1 John 3:20 “For if our heart condemns us, God is greater than our heart, and knows all things.”
Jer.23:23-24 “Am I a God near at hand," says the Lord, "And not a God afar off? Can anyone hide himself in secret places so I shall not see him?" says the Lord; “Do I not fill heaven and earth? Says the Lord.”
Acts 15:18 "Known to God from eternity are all His works"

1.3. ALL PRESENT
Matt.18:20 "For where two or three are gathered together in My name, I am there in the midst of them."
Jer.23:24 “Can anyone hide himself in secret places so I shall not see him?" says the Lord; “Do I not fill heaven and earth?" says the Lord.
Eph.1:23 “which is His body, the fullness of Him who fills all in all.”

2. T - TRANSCENDENT
This means:
To transcend means “to exist above and independent from; to rise above, surpass, succeed.” By this definition, God is the only truly transcendent Being. The “LORD God Almighty” (in Hebrew, El Shaddai) created all things on the earth, beneath the earth and in the heavens above, yet He exists above and independent from them. All things are upheld by His mighty power, yet He is upheld by Himself alone. The whole universe exists in Him and for Him that He may receive glory, honour and praise.
· Not a part of creation but separate from creation and
· Higher than all his creation

2.1. SEPARATE FROM CREATION
Col.1:16 “For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or principalities or powers.  All things were created through Him and for Him.”
Gen.1:1 “In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.”
Acts 14:15 and saying, "Men, why are you doing these things? We also are men with the same nature as you, and preach to you that you should turn from these vain things to the living God, who made the heaven, the earth, the sea, and all things that are in them."
Neh.9:6 “You alone are the Lord; You have made heaven, the heaven of heavens, with all their host, the earth and all things on it, the seas and all this is in them, and You preserve them all. The host of heaven worships You.”

2.2. HIGHER THAN HIS CREATION
· Above All. (Eph.4:6) “One God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all.”
· Higher than Heaven and the Earth (Ps.113:5) “Who is like the Lord our God, who dwells on high.”
· Higher than All Gods (Ps.95:3) “For the Lord is a great God, and the great King above all gods.”
· Higher than All Kingdoms (Ps.103:19) “The Lord has established His throne in the heaven, and His kingdom rules over all.”
· Higher than All Nations (Ps.113:4) “The Lord is high above all nations, and His glory above the heavens.”
· (Ps.99:2) “The Lord is great in Zion, and He is high above all the peoples.”
· His Ways Higher than Ours (Is.55:8-9) “For My thoughts are not your thoughts, nor are your ways My ways," says the Lord. For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are My ways higher than your ways, and My thoughts than your thoughts.”

3. T - TRIUNE
God is a triune Being. This truth is a mystery, yet the whole of Scripture and life in general speaks to this fact. The Bible clearly articulates that there is but one God: (Deut. 6:4). “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one” But the Bible also declares that there is a plurality to God. Before Jesus ascended to heaven, He commanded His disciples: “Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit” (Matthew 28:19). 
Notice the singular “name” in the verse; it does not say “names,” which would convey three gods. There is one name belonging to the three Persons who make up the Godhead.

Scripture in various places clearly calls the Father God, Jesus God, and the Holy Spirit God. For example, the fact that Jesus possesses self-existence and is the first cause of everything is stated in the first verses of John: “All things came into being through Him, and apart from Him nothing came into being that has come into being. In Him was life” (John 1:3–4). The Bible also says that Jesus is a necessary being: “He is before all things, and in Him all things hold together” (Colossians 1:17).
 
1 John 5:7 “For there are three who bear witness in heaven: The Father, the Word, and the Holy Spirit; and these three are one.”

4. R - RULER OF ALL CREATION
2 Chro.20:6 and said: "O Lord God of our fathers, are You not God in heaven, and do You not rule over all the kingdoms of the nations, and in Your hand is there not power and might, so that no one is able to withstand You?"
Ex.15:18 "The Lord shall reign forever and ever."
Heb.1:3 “who being the brightness of His glory and the express image of His person, and upholding all things by the word of His power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high,”

HE IS RULER OF ALL BECAUSE:
4.1. He Created All Things
Neh.9:6 “You alone are the Lord; You have made heaven, the heaven of heavens, with all their host, the earth and all things on it, the seas and all that is in them, and You preserve them all. The host of heaven worships You.”

4.2. He Is Sovereign
What does it mean that God is sovereign?
When we speak of the sovereignty of God, we mean He rules the universe. God has the power and knowledge to prevent anything He chooses to prevent, so anything that does happen must, at the very least, be “allowed” by God.

At the same time, the Bible describes God as offering humanity choices (Deuteronomy 30:15–19), holding them personally responsible for their sins (Exodus 20:5), and being unhappy with some of their actions (Numbers 25:3). The fact that sin exists at all proves that not all things that occur are the direct actions of God, who is holy. The reality of human volition (and human accountability) sets the maximum boundary for God’s sovereign control over the universe, which is to say there is a point at which God chooses to allow things that He does not directly cause.
· God has the ability to do anything, to take action and intervene in any situation, 
· However, He often chooses to act indirectly or to allow certain things for reasons of His own. 
· He is absolute in authority and unrestricted in His supremacy. 
· He has dominion, power, authority to do what He wants because of His superiority and ownership of all things created by Him.
· God has the power, wisdom, and authority to do anything He chooses within His creation.

Deut.4:35 “To you it was shown, that you might know that the Lord Himself is God; there is none other besides Him."
Matt.20:15 “Is it not lawful for me to do what I wish with my own things?”
Rom.9:19-21 You will say to me then, “Why does He still find fault? For who has resisted His will?" but indeed, O man, who are you to reply against God?  Will the thing formed say to him who formed it, "Why have you made me like this?" Does not the potter have power over the clay, from the same lump to make one vessel for honour, and another for dishonour?

4.3. He Is Immanent
What is the immanence of God?
· God’s immanence refers to His presence within His creation while remaining distinct from it. In other words, there is no place where God is not. 
· His sovereign control extends everywhere simultaneously.
· He is present in the world and near to man

Acts 17:28 "for in Him we live and move and have our being, as also some of your own poets have said, `For we are also His offspring.”
Eph.4:6 “one God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all.”
1 Cor.12:6 “And there are diversities of activities, but it is the same God who works all in all.”
Col.1:17 “And He is before all things, and in Him all things consist.”

4.4. Omnipresent 
What does it mean that God is omnipresent?
The prefix omni- comes from the Latin meaning “all.” So, to say that God is omnipresent is to say that God is present everywhere.  The Bible reveals that God can be both present to a person in a manifest manner (Isaiah 57:15) “For thus says the High and Lofty One Who inhabits eternity, whose name is Holy: “I dwell in the high and holy place, With him who has a contrite and humble spirit, To revive the spirit of the humble, And to revive the heart of the contrite ones.”
God can be both present to in every situation in all of creation at any given time (Psalm 33:13-14). “The LORD looks from heaven; He sees all the sons of men.14 from the place of His Dwelling He looks on all the inhabitants of the earth”

Just as God is sometimes separated from His children because of sin (Isaiah 52:9) and orders the godless subjects of darkness to depart at the end of time to a place of eternal punishment, God is still there in the midst. 
· He knows what those souls suffer who are now in hell; 
· He knows their anguish, their cries for respite, their tears and grief for the eternal state that they find themselves in. 
· He is there in every way as a perpetual reminder to them of their sin which has created a chasm from every blessing that might be otherwise granted. 
· He is there in every way, but He displays no attribute other than His wrath. 

4.5. And Omniscient
What does it mean that God is omniscient?"
Omniscience is defined as “the state of having total knowledge, the quality of knowing everything.” God knows everything (1 John 3:20) “For if our heart condemns us, God is greater than our heart, and knows all things.” 
· He knows our very thoughts, even before we speak forth (Psalm 139:4) “For there is not a word on my tongue, But behold, O LORD, You know it altogether.” 
· He even saw us in the womb (Psalm 139:1-3) “O LORD, You have searched me and known me.2 You know my sitting down and my rising up; You understand my thought afar off.3 You comprehend my path and my lying down, And are acquainted with all my ways.” 
· He has known us from eternity, even before creation. 
· God knew you and me, where we would appear in the course of time, and whom we would interact with. 
· He even foresaw our sin in all its ugliness and depravity (spiritual condition of fallen man “righteous incapability,” “radical corruption”).
 	



5. I - IMMUTABLE (UNCHANGING)
Mal.3:6 "For I am the Lord, I do not change; therefore, you are not consumed, O sons of Jacob."
James 1:17 “Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and comes down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shadow of turning.”
God is unchangeable in all His attributes.
Heb.13:8 “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.”
Job 23:13 "But He is unique, and who can make Him change? And whatever His soul desires, that He does."

God is immutable in all his attributes.  Some are listed below:
5.1. Integrity (Righteousness)
Ps.145:17 “The Lord is righteous in all His ways, gracious in all His works.” 
Ps.111:3 “His work is honourable and glorious, and His righteousness endures forever.”
Ps.119:142 “Your righteousness is an everlasting righteousness, and Your law is truth.”

5.2. Mind
1 Sam.15:29 [NIV] "He who is the Glory of Israel does not lie or change his mind; for he is not a man, that he should change his mind."
Num.23:19 [NIV] “God is not a man, that he should lie, nor a son of man, that he should change his mind. When God makes a promise He fulfils it.  He does not change His mind and cancel a promise.  He does not change His mind on the way He feels about sin.”
Ps.33:11 [NIV] “But the plans of the Lord stand firm forever, the purposes of his heart through all generations.”
Is.14:24 [NIV] “The Lord Almighty has sworn, "Surely, as I have planned, so it will be, and as I have purposed, so it will stand.”
Is.46:10 [NIV] “I make known the end from the beginning, from ancient times, what is still to come.  I say: My purpose will stand, and I will do all that I please.”

5.3. Mercy
Mal.3:6 “For I am the Lord, I do not change; therefore, you are not consumed, O sons of Jacob.”
Ps.118:29 “Oh, give thanks to the Lord, for He is good! For His mercy endures forever.”
Ps.100:5 “For the Lord is good; His mercy is everlasting, and His truth endures to all generations.”


5.4. Unity: The Unity of God Is Immutable
Deut.6:4 "Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one!" The Hebrew word for one in this scripture is ECHAD = UNITED ONE.
1 John 5:7 “For there are three who bear witness in heaven: The Father, the Word, and the Holy Spirit; and these three are one.”
John 5:19 “Then Jesus answered and said to them, "Most assuredly, I say to you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, but what He sees the Father do; for whatever He does, the Son also does in like manner.”

5.5. Truth: The Word Is Immutable.
Ps.100:5 “For the Lord is good; His mercy is everlasting, and His truth endures to all generations.”
Ps.117:2 “For His merciful kindness is great toward us and the truth of the Lord endures forever.  Praise the Lord!”
John 17:17 “Sanctify them by Your truth. Your word is truth.”
1 Pet.1:25 “But the word of the Lord endures forever.”
2 Sam.22:31 [NIV] “As for God, his way is perfect; the word of the Lord is flawless. He is a shield for all who take refuge in Him.”
1 Kin.8:56 [NIV] “Praise be to the Lord, who has given rest to his people Israel just as he promised.  Not one word has failed of all the good promises he gave through his servant Moses.”
Is.40:8 “The grass withers, the flower fades, but the word of our God stands forever.”
Matt.24:35 “Heaven and earth will pass away, but My word will by no means pass away.”
Heb.6:17-18 “Thus God, determining to show more abundantly to the heirs of promise the immutability of His counsel, confirmed it by an oath, 18 that by two immutable things, it which it was impossible for God to lie, we might have strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay hold of the hope set before us.”
Ps.33:11 “The counsel of the Lord stands forever, the plans of His heart to all generations.”

5.6. Ability: God Is Able All The Time Because He Is Omnipotent
Rom.4:20-21 “He did not waver at the promise of God through unbelief, but was strengthened in faith, giving glory to God, 21 and being fully convinced that what He had promised He was also able to perform.”
Matt.19:26 “But Jesus looked at them and said to them, "With men this is impossible, but with God all things are possible.”


5.7. Benevolence: This Refers to God's Goodness, Kindness and 	Charitableness.
Ps.52:1 “Why do you boast in evil, O mighty man?  The goodness of God endures continually.”
James 1:17 “Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and comes down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shadow of turning.”
Rom.11:29 “For the gifts and the calling of God are irrevocable.”

5.8. Love
Ps.103:17 [NIV] “But from everlasting to everlasting the Lord's love is with those who fear him, and his righteousness with their children's children” 
Jer.31:3 “The Lord has appeared of old to me, saying: "Yes, I have loved you with an everlasting love; Therefore, with loving-kindness I have drawn you.”
Rom.8:38-39 “For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come, nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.”

5.9. Existence
Ps.102:26-27 “They will perish, but You will endure; Yes, all of them will grow old like a garment; Like a cloak You will change them, and they will be changed. But You are the same, and Your years will not end.”
Deut.33:27 “The eternal God is your refuge, and underneath are the everlasting arms...”
Heb.1:12 “Like a cloak You will fold them up, and they will be changed.  But You are the same and Your years will not fail.”

6. B – BLAMELESS (PERFECT)
Blameless refers to the moral attributes of God.  He is without fault and perfect (complete) in every way. (Matt.5:48) "Therefore you shall be perfect, just as your Father in heaven is perfect."
· He is blameless (perfect) in: holiness, faithfulness, righteousness, wisdom, love, truth

6.1. Perfect Holiness
Perfect holiness refers to the sinless perfection of God.
Lev.19:2 “Speak to all the congregation of the children of Israel, and say to them: `You shall be holy, for I the Lord your God am holy.”
Rev.15:3-4 And they sing the song of Moses, the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying: “Great and marvellous are Your works, Lord God Almighty! Just and true are Your ways, O King of saints!  4Who shall not fear You, O Lord, and glorify Your name? For You alone are holy. For all nations shall come and worship before You, for Your judgments have been manifested.”

6.2. Perfect Faithfulness
Perfect faithfulness refers to the perfect reliability and trustworthiness of God.
1 Cor.1:9 “God is faithful; by whom you were called into the fellowship of His Son Jesus Christ our Lord.”
Heb.10:23 “Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is faithful.”

6.3. Perfect Righteousness
Righteousness is God's justice against sin - in order to bring conformity to the right standard.
John 17:25 “O righteous Father! The world has not known You, but I have known You; and these have known that You sent Me.”
Neh.9:33 [KJV] “Howbeit thou art just in all that is brought upon us; for thou hast done right, but we have done wickedly.”

6.4. Perfect Wisdom
God's perfect wisdom is seen in:
6.4.1 His Works
Prov.3:19 “The Lord by wisdom founded the earth; by understanding He established the heavens”
Ps.104:24 “O Lord, how manifold are Your works! In wisdom You have made them all.  The earth is full of Your possessions” 

6.4.2 His Ways
Rom.11:33 “Oh, the depths of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! How unsearchable are His judgments and His ways past finding out!”

6.4.3. His Words
2 Tim.3:15 “and that from childhood you have known the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.”
Prov.2:1-21 “My son, if you receive my words, and treasure my commands within you, so that you incline your ear to wisdom, and apply your heart to understanding;”
Prov.4:20-22 “My son, give attention to my words; incline your ear to my sayings. Do not let them depart from your eyes; keep them in the midst of your heart; For they are life to those who find them, and health to all their flesh.”

6.5. Perfect in Love
1 John 4:8 “He who does not love does not know God, for God is love.”
2Cor.13:11 “Finally, brethren, farewell.  Become complete.  Be of good comfort, be of one mind, live in peace; and the God of love and peace will be with you.”
This is called Agape Love; the God kind of love.  A love that is constant for unworthy creatures. A love that produces love in us for God and one another.

6.6. Perfect Truth
6.6.1. God Is Truth
Rom.3:4 “Certainly not! Indeed, let God be true but every man a liar...”
Is.65:16 “So that he who blesses himself in the earth shall bless himself in the God of truth; and he who swears in the earth shall swear by the God of truth...”

6.6.2. Father Is Truth
John 7:28 “Then Jesus cried out as He taught in the temple, saying, "You both know Me, and you know where I am from; and I have not come of Myself, but he who sent Me is true, whom you do not know...."

6.6.3. Spirit Is Truth
John 14:16-17 “And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you forever, 17 even the Spirit of truth...”

6.6.4. Jesus Is Truth
John 14:6 “Jesus said to him, I am the way, the truth, and the life.  No one comes to the Father except through Me.”
1John 5:20

Perfect truth is seen in: -
[A]. Words of God
Ps.12:6 “The words of the Lord are pure words, like silver tried in a furnace of earth, purified seven times.”

1. Speech

7. U - UNIQUE
Job 23:13 “But He is unique, and who can make Him change?  And whatever His soul desires, that He does.”
Deut.6:4 “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one!”
Mark 12:29 “Jesus answered him, "The first of all the commandments is: `Hear, O Israel, the Lord our God, the Lord is one.”
1 Cor.8:5-6 “For even if there are so-called gods, whether in heaven or on earth (as there are many gods and many lords), 6 yet for us there is only one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we for Him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, through whom are all things, and through whom we live.”

8. T - TEMPTATION-PROOF

9. E - ETERNAL
This is having no beginning or ending.  [Timelessness of God]
John 8:58 “Jesus said to them, "Most assuredly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I AM."
Ex.3:14 “And God said to Moses, "I AM WHO I AM." And he said, "Thus you shall say to the children of Israel, `I AM has sent me to you.”
Gen.21:33 “Then Abraham planted a tamarisk tree in Beersheba, and there called on the name of the Lord, the Everlasting God.”
Deut.33:27 “The eternal God is your refuge, and underneath are the everlasting arms: He will thrust out the enemy from before you; and will say, “Destroy!””

10.  S - SELF-EXISTENT
This means that He does not depend on anyone or anything for his existence.
Gen.17:1 “When Abram was ninety-nine years old; the Lord appeared to Abram and said to him, I am Almighty God; walk before Me and be blameless.”

N.B. The words "Almighty God" in the Hebrew is EL SHADDAI which means All Sufficient One.
John 5:26 “For as the Father has life in Himself; so He has granted the Son to have life in Himself.”
John 1:4 “In Him was life, and the life was the light of men.”
God does not depend on anyone or anything for His existence.

10.1. THE CHARACTERISTICS OF GOD THAT REVEALS HIS SELF-EXISTENT NATURE ARE LISTED BELOW

Source of Life

He is called EL SHADDAI which means the “All Sufficient One”

Matt.5:48 "Therefore you shall be perfect, just as your Father in heaven is perfect."

Without the authority of the Bible, any attempt to explain God’s attributes would be no better than an opinion, which by itself is often incorrect, especially in understanding God. To say that it is important for us to try to understand what God is like is a huge understatement. Failure to do so can cause us to chases after, and worship false gods contrary to His will. Only what God has chosen to reveal of Himself can be known. 
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
